Waste Acceptance Agreement

WHEREAS Niagara Waste operates a non-hazardous solid waste landfill site (“the site”). AND WHEREAS Niagara Waste has agreed to accept non-hazardous
solid waste as defined by Ontario Regulation 347 from the Generator and the Customer (“the customer’) IN CONSIDERATION of the acceptance of such wastes
and the payment therefore, the parties agree as follows:

1. Customer warrants that all waste deposited by or on behalf of the customer at the site will be non-hazardous solid waste as defined by the Regulation.

2. Customer warrants that it will not deposit at the site any wastes either prohibited by the Regulation or which Niagara Waste has indicated it will not accept.

3. Customer warrants that only those materials defined as “Asbestos Waste” by the regulation will be brought to the site

4. Should any illegal or unacceptable waste be found in any load, or, after deposited in the landfill and traced to the Customer, the Customer authorizes

Niagara Waste to have such illegal/unacceptable waste removed from the site at the Customer’s expense, and undertakes to pay such charges forthwith.

5. Customer undertakes to advise Niagara Waste of the source of any illegal/unacceptable waste delivered by or on behalf of the Customer to the site.
Customer will indemnify and save harmless Niagara Waste from any loss, damage, action, prosecution, fine, costs, expenses (including the expenses of
defending any such action or prosecution), or other costs to which Niagara Waste may be subject to as a result of any misrepresentation by the customer or the
deposit of any illegal/unacceptable waste by or on behalf of the customer at the site.

General Reminder to Generator, Customer and Hauler

Asbestos waste must be packaged in 6 mil polyethylene bags or provide a 6 mil polyethylene tarp of sufficient size to cover the entire load once it is deposited in
the landfill. It is your responsibility to repackage any asbestos waste container that is broken, punctured or leaking during unloading is to — (section 17
subsection 8 of Regulation 347). You are responsible for the health and safety of your driver. Under Reg. 347 your vehicles (when transporting asbestos waste)
must contain the following spill clean-up equipment: Shovel, Broom, Wetting agent, Protective clothing, Personal respiratory equipment, 6 mil polyethylene bags
& bag closures or 6 mil polyethylene sheet sufficient in size to cover waste after deposited)
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
