1. PUMPING OF WATER THAT ACCUMULATES IN THE EXCAVATION AS A RESULT OF DIRECT PRECIPITATION, SURFACE WATER RUNOFF, AS WELL AS SOME
GROUNDWVATER INFLOV, WMLL BE REQURED IN ORDER TO MAINTAIN DRY WORKING CONDITIONS ACROSS THE QUARRY FLOOR.

2. WATER THAT ACCUMULATES ON THE QUARRY FLOOR WILL BE CHANNELED INTO THE MAIN SUMP FOR RE-USE. EXCESS WATER MLL BE REMOVED BY
