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1.0 Introduction 

Stantec Consulting Ltd. (Stantec) was retained by Georgian Aggregates and Construction Inc., 
a division of Walker Industries Holdings Limited (Georgian Aggregates), to conduct a Visual 
Impact Assessment of a proposed aggregate facility expansion: the area to be licensed is 
legally described as Lot 25 and Part Lot 25, Concession 12 and Part Lot 25, Concession 11, 
Township of Clearview (formerly Nottawasaga) County of Simcoe. The proposed area to be 
licensed is located on the north side of Simcoe Road 91 opposite the existing Duntroon Quarry 
and is comprised of the former Millar, MacDonald, Silligman, Bridson, and DuPlanty properties.  
The location of the proposed area to be licensed is shown in Figure 1.  

Georgian Aggregates is preparing an application for a Class A, Category 2 license under the 
Aggregate Resources Act.  Class A, Category 2 licenses are for quarry operations with 
extraction below the established water table.  

The purpose of this report is:   

a) to identify potential visual impacts on public roadways, neighbouring homes, the Bruce Trail 
that may result from the construction and operation of the proposed extraction area; 

b) to identify potential visual impacts on landscape character that may result from the 
construction and operation of the proposed extraction area;  and,  

c) to identify potential mitigation measures to minimize visual impacts identified in this report.

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2.0 Study Methodology 

The study approach included the following tasks.  

1. Review of background information including air photos and topographic mapping. 

2. Field data collection and photography from key vantage points along public roadways 
and from the Bruce Trail in the spring (no leaves) and summer months. 

3. Identification of homes that may be impacted visually by the proposed extraction area. 

4. Visits to receptor homes and interviews with residents.  

5. Analysis of visual and landscape character inventory. 

6. Identification of potential visual impacts. 

7. Recommendation of potential mitigation measures. 

8. Refinement of recommended mitigation measures in the context of the Duntroon License 
expansion – Level 2 Natural Environment Technical Report (Stantec Consulting Ltd.), 
and the Noise Impact Assessment (Valcoustics Canada Ltd.). 

9. Preparation of Visual Impact Assessment Report for submission to approval agencies. 
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3.0 Background Policy Review 

The area proposed to be licensed is designated Niagara Escarpment Rural Area, Niagara 
Escarpment Protection Area, and Niagara Escarpment Natural Area according to the Niagara 
Escarpment Plan, County of Simcoe Official Plan (Schedule 5.3) and the Township of Clearview 
Official Plan.  Only that portion of the property designated Escarpment Rural is situated within 
the proposed extraction area. 

The Niagara Escarpment Plan 
The Escarpment Rural Area designation includes lands considered to be an essential 
component of the Escarpment corridor, including portions of the Escarpment and lands in its 
vicinity.  One of the objectives of the designation is to maintain scenic values of lands in the 
vicinity of the Escarpment (1.5.1) and to maintain the open landscape character by encouraging 
the conservation of the traditional cultural landscape and cultural heritage features (1.5.2). 

According to the Niagara Escarpment Plan, Escarpment Protection Areas “are important 
because of their visual prominence and environmental significance.”  In many cases, 
Escarpment Protection features have been significantly modified by land use activities.  One of 
the Niagara Escarpment Plan objectives is to maintain and enhance the open landscape 
character of Escarpment features. 

Lands within the Escarpment Natural Area designation include Escarpment features, which are 
in a relatively natural state and associated stream valleys, wetlands and forests that are 
relatively undisturbed.  These are the most significant natural and scenic areas of the 
Escarpment.  The policy aims to maintain and enhance the landscape quality of Escarpment 
features (1.3.3). 

According to General Development Criteria  (2.2.4), one objective is to design and locate 
development in such a manner so as to preserve the visual characteristics of the area. 

With respect to Mineral Resources Development Criteria there are three relevant development 
criteria:  extractive operations shall not conflict with the preservation of the natural and cultural 
landscapes as much as possible during extraction and after rehabilitation (2.11.1e); the 
extractive operation shall be screened while it is in progress, and, where possible, prior to 
extraction in a manner compatible with the surrounding visual environment (2.11.3); and 
screening shall incorporate the following (2.11.4):   

• Overburden material supplemented with native tree and shrub plantings should be 
utilized for screening purposes;   

• Tree screen plantings are to be of compatible species and sizes to permit only very 
limited visual contact from the surrounding landscape;   

• All plantings should be properly maintained to ensure continued survival and good 
growth rates;   

• Where the existing forest is adequate to be considered as an effective screen along the 
perimeter of the site, no additional artificial berming or stockpiling of overburden 
materials will be permitted within the forested area being used as a natural screen.
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4.0 Landscape Character 

4.1 CONTEXT 

The proposed area to be licensed is located on the north side of Simcoe Road 91, immediately 
north of the licensed and operational Duntroon Quarry.  The proposed extraction area extends 
westward to Grey Road 31.  At its closest point, the Bruce Trail passes through adjacent lands 
approximately 400 metres off the northeast corner of the property.  Both Simcoe Road 91 and 
Grey Road 31 are paved, two-lane roads with truck traffic.   

The easternmost part of the proposed extraction area was previously owned by the Millar family 
and will herein be referred to as the former Millar property.  The westernmost part of the 
proposed extraction area was previously owned by the MacDonald family and will herein be 
referred to as the former MacDonald property.  

4.2 TOPOGRAPHY 

The proposed extraction area is located above the Niagara Escarpment.  Lands to the west are 
outside of the Plan area.  The proposed area to be licensed is rolling with elevations between 
510 metres above sea level (m asl) and 535 m asl and generally slope towards the north with 
two low points located in the northeast and northwest corners.   Two hills flank a ravine in the 
MacDonald woodlot.  A broad, east-west ridge with gently sloping sides straddles the centre of 
the proposed extraction area.  There is also a broad, gently sloping hill on which the former 
Millar homestead is located. 

The surrounding landscape is gently rolling and falls eastwards towards the brow of the 
Escarpment.  The topographic profile of Simcoe Road 91 rises and falls and is generally level or 
lower than the adjacent land with the exception of the stretch of roadway adjacent to the former 
Millar pasture land where the road is elevated.  Grey Road 31 Road rises and falls closely 
mimicking the topography of the adjacent land. 

4.3 VEGETATION 

Approximately half of the extraction area has been cleared and altered by agricultural practices.  
The remainder of the extraction area is largely forested.  There are a few remnant hedgerows 
between fields and at property boundaries.  Outside the proposed extraction area, the 
northeastern corner of the lands to be licensed contains a portion of the Duntroon Escarpment 
Regional ANSI, a low, wet area.  There is a significant amount of natural vegetation along the 
roadside property boundary ranging from mixed coniferous to deciduous woodlot and some 
scrub vegetation.  There are a few locations where natural roadside vegetation is not present 
due to agricultural practices, driveways or manicured residential yards.  

4.4 LAND USES AND CULTURAL FEATURES 

There are only a few buildings located within the proposed extraction area.  These include an 
enclave of farm buildings with a large, traditional bank barn on the former Millar property.  Other 
buildings outside of the extraction area include contemporary residential buildings.  Land uses 
surrounding the proposed extraction area include rural residences, seasonal residences, 
agricultural and natural lands, and an existing aggregate extraction operation.  Two homes can 
be considered as receptor homes due to the potential for visual impacts.  The remainder of the 
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houses are either in ownership by Georgian Aggregates or are sufficiently set back to prevent 
any visual access.  The receptor homes are the Kekanovich family residence and seasonal 
farmhouse (on Grey Road 31, north of Simcoe Road 91).

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5.0 Views 

Views were studied from all surrounding roads, the Bruce Trail, and from vantage points at or 
near to receptor homes in the vicinity of the proposed extraction area.  A series of viewsheds 
were identified and are illustrated on Figure 4.  Coloured areas on the figure denote parcels of 
the landscape that are visible from the noted vantage point.  Coloured arrows on the figure 
represent long narrow views to distant off-site locations.  Some coloured areas overlap on the 
figure representing shared viewsheds.  These overlap areas are visible from one or more 
vantage points.     

Photographs of each viewshed are included on Figures 5 and 6.   The proposed extraction area 
was visited in the spring, summer and fall to take into account seasonal variations in visibility 
due to the presence of leaves because it is recognized that tourists frequent this area in both 
the summer and winter season.  

5.1 VIEWSHEDS 

Views from Simcoe Road 91 and Grey Road 31 are compartmentalized into a series of 
viewsheds by existing landform and vegetation (such as ridges, hedgerows, and woodlots).   

Viewshed 1:  Farmstead and Agricultural Field on Former Millar Property 
The easternmost viewshed from Simcoe Road 91 is wide and open.  The viewshed includes a 
large agricultural field framed by small woodlots and hedgerows on both sides.  The centrally 
located farmstead buildings on top of the hill punctuate the view.  In the distance is an expanse 
of forest.  The viewing position is inferior (lower than landscape).  A view of this kind is not 
unique in the area.  The farm buildings are well set back from the road and surrounded by 
dense vegetation making it very difficult to distinguish the condition and character.  The view is 
contrasted by the dramatic escarpment scenery off-site to the east along Simcoe Road 91 and 
by the active Duntroon Quarry located directly to the south.   

Viewshed 2:  Pasture 
This viewshed from Simcoe Road 91 is expansive extending north to the central ridge and 
spanning west and east to existing woodlots on either side of the pastureland.  The foreground 
is comprised of a single row of deciduous trees at the road’s edge.  The viewing position is 
superior (higher than the landscape).  This view is noticeable to the passing motorist due to the 
scale and distance of the view.  In addition, the field is visible from a long, straight stretch of 
Simcoe Road 91.  The dense wooded berm on the south side of the road shielding the existing 
quarry helps to draw further attention to the open landscape character of the viewshed.   

Viewshed 3:  Yard and Field 
From Grey Road 31, there is a view through an opening in the roadside vegetation to a cluster 
of residential buildings and an open field.  The woodlot is evident in the background.   

Viewshed 4:  Small Agricultural Field 
On Grey Road 31, there is a small viewshed to the east, which includes a flat agricultural field 
surrounded by woodlot and a dense, mature coniferous hedgerow.  Due to the short distance 
and lack of focal point in this view, as well as the rolling topography of the roadway itself, there 
is little in this viewshed to attract the attention of passing motorists.  The view is not unique in 
the surrounding landscape.  The viewing position is normal.

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Viewshed 5:  Rolling Fields 
From the high point on Grey Road 31 looking southeast, there is a long distance and narrow 
view of a series of fields broken up by hedgerows.  The view is framed by the edge of a woodlot 
on the east and the road on the west.  The viewing position is superior.  The view is most 
evident when travelling south (downhill) on Grey Road 31 and is less noticeable when travelling 
north/uphill due to a steep bank at the side of the road.  
Viewshed 6:  Kekanovich Permanent Residence 
The Kekanovich family owns three adjacent properties on Grey Road 31; a permanent 
residence (50 acres), a seasonal farm house (60 acres) adjacent to the north, and vacant 
farmland with potential future building site (60 acres) adjacent to the north.  There is no 
residence built on the vacant land to the north so it was not considered as part of this study. 

The Kekanovich house (two-storey) is situated on a small rise of land just west of Grey Road 
31.  From the front of the house, at ground level, there is a view across the yard to a grouping of 
coniferous trees and a dense deciduous hedgerow adjacent to the road.  In the summer 
months, the road is barely discernible through the dense vegetation.  Between large trees, there 
is a long distance view to the wooded hilltops on the proposed extraction area.  The distant 
hilltops fill a small portion of the backdrop from this viewpoint, but are unassuming due to their 
relative scale when compared against vegetation in the foreground and middleground.  It is 
likely, however, that the wooded hilltop figures more prominently in views from the second 
storey, and that the road, and proposed extraction area are more visible in the winter and early 
spring months before leaf break.   

Viewshed 7:  Kekanovich Seasonal Residence 
The adjacent farmhouse to the north is a seasonal property and is also a receptor home.  The 
house sits at the base of a hill and is lower than the road.  From the farmhouse looking east, 
there is a view of the distant woodlot located on the former MacDonald property, now owned by 
Georgian Aggregates.     

5.2 VISUAL BARRIERS 

Several photographs have been included that demonstrate existing buffers along Grey Road 31 
and Simcoe Road 91.  Please refer to photographs on Figure 7 and photo locations on Figure 4. 

Photo 1:  Simcoe Road 91 west of Duntroon 
East of the former Bridson property, the proposed extraction area are screened from the view of 
motorists by significant amounts of existing vegetation on the north side of the road.  In addition, 
there are no long distance views from Duntroon due to a significant setback from the brow of the 
Escarpment.  This is a distant view and the photo location is not shown on Figure 4.   

Photo 2:  Bridson Field 
There is a long, narrow, and filtered view from Simcoe Road 91 across the field on the former 
Bridson property and driveway to the bank barn that was formerly owned by Millar, and is now 
owned by Georgian Aggregates.  The view is very fleeting due to existing roadside vegetation 
and the speed at which most motorists are travelling.   

Photo 3:  MacDonald Woodlot 
There are two woodlots (one small and one large) along Simcoe Road 91 that screen views into 
large portions of the proposed extraction area due to the density of tree trunks.  The view is 
filtered in the winter months when the trees are bare.

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7.0 Recommendations 

Stantec completed field investigations and a photographic survey related to the development of 
the proposed extraction area resulting in the following recommendations.   

• The setback zone should be planted with a mix of deciduous and coniferous trees and 
shrubs at a range of sizes planted at grade in randomly-spaced groupings to create a 
natural-appearing arrangement.  Vegetation shall be selected for salt tolerance, 
hardiness, and consistency with restoration plan.  Native plant materials that are 
complementary to the regional and local  landscape will be utilized where possible.  
Buffer planting will be maintained to ensure survival and good growth rate, and managed 
to ensure that it remains effective over time for screening purposes while allowing 
natural succession to occur in keeping with restoration objectives. 

• Areas adjacent to but outside of the setback zone (beyond property boundaries) should 
be planted to screen views and provide additional ecological benefits at key locations 
subject to agreement with landowners. 

• Existing vegetation within the setback zone should be retained.  No additional berming 
shall occur within forested areas being used as a natural screen unless required for 
noise mitigation.  Infill plantings of coniferous trees or understorey shrubs shall occur 
where necessary to create an effective, year-round visual screen and to compensate for 
any dieback resulting from exposure or damaged root zones. 

• Berms shall be constructed within the setback zone where necessary for noise 
attentuation.  Berms shall be constructed in a smooth, meandering fashion with a range 
of highpoints to create a natural appearance or will be screened by additional plantings 
in front of the berm.  Berming is proposed for a portion of Grey Road 31 Road, where the 
berm will be setback and screened from the road by planting.   

• Wood fencing with plantings should be installed above the proposed tunnel (refer to 
Figure 8) where there is insufficient space for berming/planting for screening purposes.  
All fencing shall be constructed of natural materials and finished in natural colours to 
blend into surrounding landscape. 

• Any plantings to mitigate visual impacts should be installed as early as possible to 
ensure sufficient time for optimum plant growth and establishment (i.e. prior to 
commencement of extraction of adjacent land).  
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If the mitigation measures identified in this report are implemented, views from roadways, the 
Bruce Trail, and neighbouring receptor homes will be screened year-round, in a manner that is 
compatible with the surrounding natural and cultural landscape, as much as possible prior to, 
during extraction, and after rehabilitation, in keeping with the requirements of the Township of 
Clearview Official Plan and the Niagara Escarpment Plan.  Screening measures will be 
coordinated with the restoration plan and woodlot compensation plan.  It is our opinion that the 
license expansion will not significantly impact on the visual characteristics of Clearview’s natural 
and cultural heritage resources and the rural character of the locale.
